He begins on the Devil’s Bridge on the Gotthard Pass, follows ancient trade routes down into central Switzerland along Lake Lucerne and on to the port city of Basel on the Rhine River.  How did this daunting and deadly route north through the Alps become the handshake to the opposite seas of Europe, the great link for goods, ideas, medicines and people?  Richard is on a quest to find out in Adventures with Purpose: Basel & Lucerne.  The documentary is produced by Small World Productions of Seattle, and co-produced by KCTS/Seattle and Richard Bangs Productions of Marina del Rey, California.  It is distributed nationally by APT Exchange.
